1. IN9.1 Explain what constitutes a society. Relate the functions and services of institutions in the community to the needs of the people in that community; Investigate the roles of individuals in the institutions of the local community, including the expectations attached to those roles.

c)  List three important roles in our community and explain what service they provide.  Why is 
this role important?

2. IN9.2 Compare the factors that shape worldviews in a society, including time and place, culture, language, religion, gender identity, socio-economic situation, and education. Why do people have different worldviews?

a)  What factors shape our worldview?  


b)  Where do we learn worldview, and what influences it?


c)  Why do people have different worldviews?


d)  How did Christianity change the worldview of people in the Middle Ages?


e)  How did the fall of the Roman Empire change people's worldview?


f)  How did the Church educate people and influence their worldview?


g)  How did the Crusades change people's worldviews?


h)  How did the Age of Exploration change people's worldviews?


i)   How did people's worldviews change during the Renaissance?
3. IN9.3 Analyze the ways a worldview is expressed in the daily life of a society. How do architectural features communicate the worldview of a society?  How do works of art reveal elements of that society’s worldview?  How does education perpetuate a society's worldview?

4. IN9.4  How does worldview influence the choices, decisions, and interactions in a society. How do these decisions influence the progress or decline of the societies we studied?

a)  How did the rise of Christianity influence the choices, decisions, and interactions in Medieval Europe?


b)  How did the “discovery” of the new world influence the worldviews of Europeans and their 
choices and decisions?  How did this influence their society in a positive way? (hint: don't 
forget about knowledge)


c)  How did the influence of Europeans change the worldview of the Americans, and how did it 
lead to the decline of many of their societies?  (hint: don't forget about knowledge)


d)  How did the Crusades change the worldview of Europeans, and how did it influence their choices and decisions?  Was it a positive effect or a negative effect? (hint: don't forget about knowledge)


e) How did people’s worldview influence their choices and decisions, and how did those choices cause the fall of the Roman Empire?

5. DR9.1  What challenges do we face in obtaining information about societies of the past.  How do we use literature, visual arts, music, newspapers, photographs, and other artifacts to get information?  How does our view of history change as we find new information? 

a)  How does literature help us learn about the past?


b)  Why is it important that the monks kept records of what was going on?


c)  How does art help us learn about the past?


d)  How do artifacts help us learn about the past?


e)  What methods do archaeologists use to learn about Ancient Rome?


f)   How do we know what caused the fall of the Roman Empire? 


g)  What methods do archaeologists use to learn about the Dark Ages and Medieval Ages?
6. DR9.2  Explain the significance of key historical events in societies studied, and represent them in a timeline.  Evaluate the importance of an event to the people in the society, both at the time and in our society today. 

a)  What were three important events in the history of the Church?  Why were they important?  
How do they affect us today?


b)  Who was Charlemagne, and why was his rule significant?  Why was his rule so important to 
the Franks?


c)  Who was Charles the Hammer?  What did he do that was important, and how did it impact 
the people of the time?  Has it impacted us today?


d)  Who was Constantine?  What did he do that was important to the people of the time, and to 
us today?


e)  Who was Christopher Columbus?  What did he do that was important to the people of the 
time, and to us today?


f) What role did disease play in the age of exploration? Make sure you talk about both the 
Europeans and the Americans.

g) Think back to the effect the black plague had on Europe, do you think these diseases would 
have had a similar impact on the Americans? Explain your answer.

** You must be able to organize events on a timeline.  I will give you the events, and the dates, 
but you must be able to put them on a timeline. 
7. DR9.3 How does the natural environment influence the development of a society. Explain the influence of the major water systems, the topography, and the climate on the ways of life and worldviews in the societies studied.  Give examples of ways in which the development of a society impacted the natural environment.  Describe the effects of colonization, territorial expansion, and empire-building on the natural environment.


a) How did the Romans manipulate the natural environment to provide resources for their society? (ie. Aqueducts, roads, etc.)


b)  Why was it so easy for the Vikings to attack England?  


c)  Why were most early societies built on a major waterway?


d)  How did the end of the mini-ice age at the end of the Dark Ages affect Europeans and why?


e)  Give an example of one society that affected their environment and explain how they affected their environment, and whether the changes were positive, negative, or both.


f)  How did the Columbian Exchange affect the environment of the Americas and Europe


g)  How did natural land formations help determine the best place to build castles? How did people use natural land formations for defense?

h)  How did the various battles and wars affect the environment?
8. DR9.4  Describe the influence of societies of the past on modern-day life in Canada.

a) Be prepared to list five ways modern-day Canada has been influenced by past societies from 
Ancient Rome through the Age of Exploration. 


b)  How does religion influence our society today? (not just Christianity)


c)  Provide one way each of the societies we've talked about has influenced modern day Canada.  
(Any Ancient Society, Ancient Greece/Rome, Dark Ages, Middle Ages, Renaissance, Age of 
Exploration)
9. PA9.1  Describe the differences between different types of government.  Explain the effect of the government on the worldview of the people.  Explain how different governments came into power, and how they used it.  Explain why certain types of government developed and what need they met.  What is the rule of law and how did it develop?

a)  Why did the Roman Emperors lose power?


b)  Why did feudalism develop? What need did it meet?


c)  How effective was feudalism?


d)  How did feudalistic leaders come into power?


e)  Compare another type of government with our government in Canada today.


f)  What is the rule of law, and how did our Canadian rule of law develop?

g)  Compare two different types of government.

h)  How did the Columbian Exchange change the balance of power in Europe? In the Americas?

**You will have to complete a diagram of feudalism, complete with 2 responsibilities for each 
level of the heirarchy.
10. PA9.2  Describe the roles and responsibilities of different members of the societies studied and those of citizens in contemporary Canada.  Compare roles within societies studied to those in contemporary Canadian society.  Provide examples of the oppression of rights of particular groups or individuals in societies studied including examples in Canada.  Describe the rights and responsibilities of people as they existed within the societies studied, and compare findings to contemporary Canadian society.  How did people achieve rights in the societies studied, and compare this to contemporary Canadian society.  Identify which groups are oppressed in each society, and who has the power.  

a)  Which was the most important group in the hierarchy of feudalism? Defend your answer.


b)  Who had rights under the system of feudalism?


c)  Discuss how the peasants/serfs were treated and decide whether or not they were oppressed.


d)  How were castles used to reinforce the power and authority of the rulers?


e)  Describe three features of castles and explain why they were important for defense.


f)  Did the Church have power and authority over the people? Explain your answer.


g) Why were guilds important? How did they express a change in worldview?


h)  Who had power in the cities and towns?  How did they come to power?


i)  Compare three roles from the Middle Ages to three comparable roles in modern society. 


j)  In one of the societies we studied, discuss which group was the most oppressed, and how 
they were oppressed.  


k)  Compare the rights and responsibilities of each level of feudalism with the rights and 
responsibilities of each level of government/person in Canada. 

11. PA9.3 Describe the impact of empire-building and territorial expansion on indigenous populations and other groups in the societies studied. Explain how the imperial activities of a society, and explain why they were necessary.  Explain how indigenous people were treated by the imperialists.  


a)  How did the age of exploration/exploitation affect European culture and the culture of the world?


b)  How were the indigenous people of the Americas treated by the Imperialists?  Give several examples.


c)  How were the different European groups treated by the Roman Empire as they expanded?
12. RW9.1 Compare differing perspectives about how resources and wealth should be made and distributed.  How was wealth acquired in the different societies.  Explain how the resources were distributed in different societies.  Who made the decisions about the production and distribution of wealth in the society?  How do we know what the societies valued based on how their wealth was distributed? 

a)  How did the Romans believe wealth should be distributed?


b)  How did people attain wealth during the Middle Ages?


c)  Who controlled wealth during the Middle Ages?


d)  How did wealth play a role in the development of feudalism?


e)  Pick a society and explain how wealth was made and distributed.

Compare the prosperity of societies studied, and infer reasons for similarities and differences; Assess the importance of trade relations and transportation systems for prosperity in the societies studied, and make generalizations with reference to contemporary Canada.
